Drama tends to revolve
around the actions and choices of individual characters rather than the
consequences for people in general; to create a utilitarian drama would be rather
dull if only because the most important activity would be the invisible mental one
of calculating the consequences of actions. Utilitarian philosophy is most relevant
in the genres of actuality, especially documentary and news programs @which the
‘greater good’ is often spelled out through the way that actual worldly events are
framed and reported. Such programs take it for granted that viewers share with
the producers a desire to minimize and suffering while maximizing pleasure
among all. @Such a presumption supports programs reporting, for example, distant
suffering caused by war, flood, famine, earthquake or poverty.

What does it mean to transform something into a commodity? At its most basic
level, it involves producing things not only for use but also for exchange. With the
development of capitalism, this involved exchange in markets increasingly extended
over time and space, with money as the medium allowing for such extended
exchange. This was crucially linked to systems of consumption and production.
Production for extended exchange required the investment of capital and paying
wages for labor. When commodities were bought, this involved private and
exclusive ownership rather than collective access. When feudalism (A) capitalism,
many things became commodified — land and labor among them. John Frow notes
that even if we rightly resist the teleological notion of capitalism as necessarily
involving endless commodification (for there has been some decommodification, too,
such as the sentimentalization of love and the abolition of slavery), capitalism can

(B) be understood as a system involving a continual, if uneven, extension of
commodification.
